1. LIBRARY BUDGET

During the reporting year, PSGCAS Library spent a total of Rs.65.72 lakhs. The
expenditure breakdown is as follows: Rs.27.70 lakhs for acquiring printed books, Rs.3.24
lakhs for e-books, Rs.9.65 lakhs for print journal subscriptions, Rs.7.85 lakhs for e-journals,
Rs.4.75 lakhs for database subscriptions, Rs.4.49 lakhs for software, Rs.1.24 lakhs for
